Letter of Undertaking of the Author 
Participating in the Volunteer Logo Solicitation of 
World Expo 2010 Shanghai China 
The Author (hereinafter referred to as the “Undertaker”) fully acknowledges and voluntarily accepts the Rules of the Volunteer Logo Solicitation of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as the “Rules”). The Undertaker hereby undertakes to the Bureau of Shanghai World Expo Coordination (hereinafter referred to as the “Bureau”) as follows:

I. The Undertaker shall ensure that it is the composer of the submitted volunteer logo design (hereinafter referred to as “the Proposal”) in response to the Volunteer Logo Solicitation of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as the “Solicitation”) and that it has the full and exclusive copyrights on the said Proposal.

II. The Undertaker shall ensure that the Proposal is an original creation and, except for participating in the Solicitation, has never been published in any form nor been known to the public in any way. 
III. The Undertaker shall ensure that it has never used or developed nor authorized others to use or develop the Proposal in any manner worldwide, and that once the proposal is submitted, till the appraisement of this soliciting campaign and the result of selection is unveiled, it will not do the same above nor authorize others to effect the same, either.

IV. The Undertaker shall acknowledge that unless approved by the Bureau in writing, it will not publish, publicize or transfer its Proposal nor publicize its participation thereof, at any time in any place whatsoever. 

V. The Undertaker shall acknowledge that once the Proposal is submitted, the Bureau or its designated agent shall have the right to use the proposal or its copy in news media, exhibition, network communication or collective publication. While doing so, the Bureau does not need authorization or agreement from the Undertaker and does not need to pay either. 
VI. In terms of the Proposal that is selected as the Volunteer Logo of Expo 2010 Shanghai China, any and all intellectual property rights in, on or to the Proposal (including but not limited to copyrights, any and all rights on all the plain, solid or electronic carriers) shall be owned by the Bureau from the very the beginning to the end, and that the Bureau shall have the right to carry out activities such as utilization, development, amendment, authorization, licensing or protection on the Proposal in any form. Except the right to demand relevant award in accordance with the Rules, the Undertaker hereby waives any right whatsoever on the Proposal.

VII. The Undertaker shall ensure that the Proposal does not infringe upon the legitimate rights and interests of any third party. If the Proposal of the undertaker infringes legitimate rights and interests of a third party or the Bureau suffers any reputation or economic losses due to other faults of the Undertaker, the Bureau shall have the right to demand the Undertaker to take adequate and appropriate measures so as to hold the Bureau harmless against the said losses. At the same time the Bureau reserves the right to investigate the Undertaker for liabilities concerned and claim compensation from the Undertaker.

VIII. The Undertaker shall ensure that undertakings made by it herein are authentic and reliable, and that it will fulfill such undertakings bona fide. If breaching such undertakings thus causing damages to the Bureau, the Undertaker shall bear corresponding legal liabilities, and at the same time the Bureau will reserve its right to disqualify the undertaker from application.
IX. The Letter of Undertaking shall be governed by the law of the People's Republic of China.

X. The Letter of Undertaking shall come into force after signed (and/or sealed) by the Undertaker.
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
