Rules of the Volunteer Logo Solicitation of 
World Expo 2010 Shanghai China

The volunteer activities of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China is a major channel for promoting the public to take part in World Expo 2010 Shanghai China, an important window for demonstrating the spiritual civilization of Chinese people and an integral part of a “Successful, Splendid and Unforgettable” Expo. The purpose of the volunteer logo solicitation of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as the “Solicitation”) is to select a volunteer logo that accords with the concept and theme of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China and embodies the spirit of volunteers, and further to communicate the concept of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China , “Understanding, Communication, Gathering, Cooperation”, and the theme of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China 2010, “Better City, Better Life”, and promote the spirit of volunteers, “Dedication, Fraternity, Mutual-aid and Progress”, to the whole world via the Solicitation
1. Organizer

The Organizer of the Solicitation is the Bureau of Shanghai World Expo Coordination (hereinafter referred to as the “Bureau”). The Bureau sets a Volunteer Logo Solicitation Office (hereinafter referred to as the “Solicitation Office”) to be in charge of the solicitation related activities such as collection, evaluation, selection and promotion of the Volunteer Logo.

2. Solicitation Period

The Solicitation starts on December 5, 2007 and will close at 6 p.m. Beijing time on April 30, 2008 (hereinafter referred to as the “Deadline”). Any application later than the Deadline will not be qualified for the Solicitation regardless any reason whatsoever.

3. Applicant
3.1. Any individual and/or organization that cares about and supports World Expo 2010 Shanghai China can participate in the Solicitation according to the Solicitation Rules. The Applicant shall properly fill in and sign the attached Application Form for Volunteer Logo Solicitation of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as the “Application Form”) and the Letter of Undertaking of the Author Participating in the Volunteer Logo Solicitation of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as the “Letter of Undertaking”), and submit the Design Drawing(s) of Volunteer Logo with the Application Form and the Letter of Undertaking(hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Proposal”) before the Deadline, in the manner stipulated in the Solicitation Rules. 
3.2 Any individual or organization that is relevant to the organizing and evaluation procedure of the Solicitation can not apply.

3.3 Applicants shall not mislead the public in any manner to think that they have any connection with World Expo 2010 Shanghai China that does not exist materially, nor make public promotion about their solicitation status without written permission from the Bureau. 
4. Proposal
4.1 Each submitted Proposal is considered as one subject for solicitation and evaluation. The Applicant shall submit the Design Drawing(s) of Volunteer Logo, the Application Form, and the Letter of Undertaking for each Proposal. Missing any part of the aforementioned documents or contradiction of any document with the Solicitation Rules will disqualify the Applicant for the Solicitation. All the aforementioned documents shall be written in Chinese and/or English. In case both Chinese and English are used and there is any discrepancy therein, the Chinese version shall prevail.

4.2 The Design Drawing(s) of Volunteer Logo shall include the proposed volunteer logo design and the introduction, and shall satisfy the following conditions:

4.2.1 The volunteer logo design shall represent the harmonization of the concept of Expo 2010 –“Understanding, Communication, Gathering, Co-operation” and the theme of Expo 2010 – “Better City, Better Life” , with the spirit of volunteers – “Dedication, Fraternity, Mutual-aid and Progress”.

4.2.2 The volunteer logo design shall highlight the striking feature of the times and the incorporation of Chinese culture and international flavor of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China.
4.2.3 The volunteer logo design shall try to indicate, at the appropriate position, one or a few elements of the following:

a. The emblem of Expo 2010 (wholly or partially)

b. EXPO 2010 (capitalized or not)

c. SHANGHAI EXPO (capitalized or not)

d. 奉献、友爱、互助、进步 (with or without comma)

e. DEDICATION, FRATERNITY, MUTUAL-AID, PROGRESS (capitalized or not, with or without comma)

f. BETTER CITY, BETTER LIFE (capitalized or not, with or without comma)

g. 城市，让生活更美好 (with or without comma)

If the Applicant needs to use the graphic of the emblem of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China for participating in the Solicitation, they may contact the Solicitation Office or acquire it in the way mentioned in Article 5.2 or 5.5 herein.

4.2.4 The volunteer logo design shall be “attractive, easy to understand, easy to remember and easy to use”.

4.2.5 The volunteer logo design shall provide room for re-creation, through which the volunteer logo could be utilized in the activities such as promotion of the volunteers of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China and etc.

4.2.6 The Design Drawing(s) of Volunteer Logo shall include both black and white and colored versions, which are printed or drawn on A4 paper separately.

4.2.7 The introduction of the volunteer logo design shall help the panel to understand the Proposal by illustrating the idea and rational of the design as well as the meaning of the volunteer logo. The Applicant shall print or write the introduction in Block Letters on A4 papers, clearly and completely.

4.2.8 The Design Drawing(s) of Volunteer Logo shall not contain any information relevant to the author(s). All such information shall only be filled in the Application Form as required.

4.3 One Application Form shall be submitted for each Proposal, and filled in and signed by the Applicant(s). If the Applicant is an organization, the Application Form shall be sealed with its stamp, and signed by its authorized representative.

4.4 One Letter of Undertaking shall be submitted for each Proposal, and filled in and signed by the author(s). If the author is an organization, the Letter of Undertaking shall be sealed with its stamp, and signed by its authorized representative. In case there is more than one author, the Letter of Undertaking shall be signed by all of them.

4.5 The Proposal shall also meet the following requirements:

4.5.1 The Proposal must be original by the Applicant(s), and has never been published or known to the public before by any means. 
4.5.2 The design of volunteer logo may vary in style and type as long as it is in compliance with the laws, regulations and social customs of the People’s Republic of China (hereinafter referred to as the “P.R.C.”).
5. Participation
5.1 No application fee is required.

5.2 The Proposal shall be delivered to the following address ONLY through either mail or delivery in person:

5.3 The time of receiving of the Proposal delivered by mail shall be the time of the postmark upon which the Proposal is received by the post office of the area where the Solicitation Office is located, while the time of receiving of the Proposal delivered in person shall be the time of the receipt signed by the Solicitation Office. Any Proposal delivered in the manner other than mail or delivery in person will not be accepted by the Solicitation Office.
5.4 The Applicant will be deemed to have fully acknowledged and accepted the Solicitation Rules once it has submitted the Proposal. In case the submitted Proposal has discrepancy with the Solicitation Rules, the Applicant may make further modifications or corrections accordingly before the exclusion of the Deadline.

5.5 The Applicant may download relevant documents such as the Solicitation Rules，the Application Form, the Letter of Undertaking, the graphic of the emblem of World Expo 2010 Shanghai china and etc. from the official website of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China 2010 at www.Expo 2010China.com.

6. Evaluation and Selection of the Proposal
6.1 The Solicitation Office will invite experts from relevant expertise to set up a panel for the evaluation of the received Proposals. The Evaluation and Selection Rules will be otherwise formulated.

6.2 The Organizing Committee of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China (hereinafter referred to as the “Organizing Committee”) reserves the final right for the decision of the Volunteer Logo of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China.

7. Awards
7.1 The Proposal that is selected as one of the ten Excellent Designs will be awarded with prize of RMB 10,000 Yuan.
7.2 The Proposal that is selected as the Volunteer Logo of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China will be awarded with prize of RMB 100,000 Yuan.
7.3 The amount of the above prize is pre-tax. The winner shall pay tax according to the relevant laws and regulations of relevant countries and/or regions (including but not limited to that of the P.R.C.).

7.4 The authors of the Proposals that are selected as the Excellent Design and Volunteer logo of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China will also be awarded with Honor Certificates by the Solicitation Office.
7.5 The prize and certificates will be granted in accordance with the piece of the Proposal selected. The winner could get more than one award simultaneously as the case may be. The prize could be divided by the authors involved on their own.
7.6 The Solicitation Office will hand the prize (cash or check) and certificate(s) to the Applicant(s) or its/their representative(s) designated in written form. When there is more than one applicant, the prize (cash or check) and certificate(s) shall be granted to the one as listed at the beginning of “Applicant(s)” column in the Application Form or its representative designated in written form. 
7.7 The Solicitation Office will announce the list of winners on the official website of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China after the evaluation result is unveiled.
8. Declaration
8.1 The Solicitation Office will not return any submitted Proposals. The Applicant shall reserve the manuscript itself.

8.2 The Solicitation Office shall not be held liable for any loss or damages arising due to mail in delay or loss, mail damaged, mistake delivery, mail stolen, insufficient postage and any other reason not attributable to the Solicitation Office.
8.3 The copyrights of the Proposals are protected by the laws of the P.R.C. In terms of the Proposal that is selected as Volunteer Logo of World Expo 2010 Shanghai China, any and all its intellectual property rights (including but not limited to copyright, any and all rights in all the plane, solid or electronic carriers) shall remain the property of the Bureau from the very the beginning to the end. The Bureau reserves all the rights to use, develop, amend, authorize, grand a license under or protect the said Proposal, without the consent of the Applicants. Except the right of claiming relevant award or honor in accordance with the Solicitation Rules, the Applicants involved shall waive any other rights hereto.
9. Miscellaneous
9.1 The Solicitation Rules and its relevant documents are made both in Chinese and English. In case of any discrepancy, the Chinese version shall prevail.

9.2 The Bureau reserves the rights for the interpretation of the Solicitation Rules and any other documents with regard to the Solicitation. The Bureau will set up relevant rules or provide interpretation on any issues uncovered herein but relevant to the Solicitation.
9.3 The Solicitation shall be governed by the Laws of the P.R.C.
